	2011 WWSGA Pace of Play Policy

	Detail: 
	Each player who enters a WWSGA, WSGA or USGA Tournament, Championship or Qualifying round conducted by the Wisconsin Womens State Golf Association or the Wisconsin State Golf Association in 2011 agrees, by entering, that he/she will abide by the 2011 WWSGA Pace of Play Policy, which is published on the wwsga website (www.wwsga.net) and on the Tournament Information Page (Tournament website) under the heading of "RULES" for each and every WWSGA or USGA Tournament, Championship or Qualifying round that the WWSGA conducts.  
All Players should read the policy and should understand the policy PRIOR TO competing in an event conducted by the WWSGA.   Listed below are things that every player should read and ALL PLAYERS WILL BENEFIT FROM, if followed.
· The responsibility for maintaining a good pace of play belongs with you, the player.    If you are the first group in the field to tee off, your group MUST PLAY EFFICIENT GOLF and TAKE NO MORE THAN THE POSTED ALLOTTED TIME.   If you are in any subsequent group, KEEP UP WITH THE GROUP IN FRONT OF YOU and you should not have any pace of play issues.   
· On every player's scorecard you can see the allotted time your group is expected to complete each hole and the round.    
· If you fall behind on any hole, you are expected to PLAY EFFICIENT GOLF and GET BACK INTO POSITION.   This might mean playing “READY GOLF” for a hole or two and/or doing continuous putting.   Both of which are allowed in stroke play.   
· MANAGE YOUR TIME EFFICIENTLY IN BETWEEN SHOTS. 
· BE READY TO PLAY WHEN IT IS YOUR TURN. Determine club selection and obtain yardage information while others are playing, rather then waiting to do so when it is your turn to play. 
· KEEP PACE WITH THE GROUP THAT IS IN FRONT OF YOUR GROUP and do not worry about where the group behind you is. Players concerned about a slow player(s) in their group may ask the Tournament Committee to have their group monitored and timed.
· IF YOUR GROUP IS OUT OF POSITION AND YOU HAVE BEEN WARNED YOU AND THOSE IN YOUR GROUP MAY BE PENALIZED ONE STROKE.  
· IF YOUR GROUP CONTINUES TO BE OUT OF POSITION FURTHER PENALTIES ARE LIABLE AT THE DISCRETION OF THE COMMITTEE.
